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Alltek Lite + All Purpose Joint Filler

Product information

Storage
Light-Mix should be stored inside and protected from frost and direct sunlight. Buckets should be used in date order – oldest first.  Alltek Lite+ has a shelf life of 6 months.

Use on Site
Surfaces to be jointed must be dry and dust-free.  The site temperature must not fall below +7(C while the jointing work is in progress.  Ventilation should be adequate and any unused material stored in closed containers and protected from frost.  Alltek Lite+ must not be mixed with any other materials. Coverage is approximately 300ml/m2 plasterboard.

Preparation
All boards must be securely fixed in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.  Fixings should be fully driven home with heads just below the lining surface.  Fixing should be ‘spotted’ with Alltek Lite+ prior to plasterboard joint treatment.  Two or three ‘spotting’ applications are normally sufficient.  Any gaps between boards greater than 3mm should be filled prior to joint treatment.  There should be no steps between adjacent boards.

Application
Alltek Lite+ is a ready mixed, dual based jointing compound which can be applied by hand or using mechanical jointing tools.  The key stages are:

· Bedding the joint tape (not required if glass fibre mesh tape is used, but Alltek Lite+ must be applied with firm pressure to press material through the mesh into the joint)

· Two or three applications of Alltek Lite+ with intermittent crying and feathering each out beyond the previous application, and allowing each application to dry before applying the next

· Final light sanding (if required) to achieve a smooth surface

At internal angles the tape is creased into the angle.  At external angle, corner tape or angle bead is normally used to provide extra protection.  Mechanical jointing provides a faster, more consistent finish than hand application, using 7”, 10” and 12” boxes as appropriate.

Finishing
Plasterboard primer is normally applied to the whole lining surface after joint treatment is fully dry.  Board primer and subsequent decorative treatment should be applied strictly in accordance with the manufacture’s instructions.

Cleaning
All tools and equipment should be thoroughly cleaned with water after use and wiped dry to prevent rusting.

Disposal
Waste material should be disposed of responsibly at a designated landfill site.
